Exhibitor/Poster Guidelines

General Information.  The Nebraska Department Health and Human Services System (DHHS) and the Office of Health Disparities (OHD) are providing access to exhibit booth and poster space.  DHHS reserves the right to review each exhibitor and poster exhibit and presentation materials for possible conflict of interest, variance from their initial description, poor taste, or possible disruption to the conference due to noise, method of operation, material, or other possible distraction from the character of the conference.  If such is found to be the case, the exhibitor shall restrict its exhibit as requested or forfeit its exhibit space and immediately remove all materials when requested to do so by an authorized representative of DHHS.  

Set Up/Take Down.  Exhibit booths and posters may be set up between 8:00 – 10:00 a.m. on October 16.  Exhibitor/poster staff agree to maintain their space/poster throughout the conference hours of 9:30 a.m. through 4:30 p.m. on October 16-17, 2024.  If the exhibitor/poster fails to set up their display before 11:00 a.m., DHHS reserves the right to take possession of the space and reassign it to another organization.  The exhibit/poster area is accessible to the public and is not secured overnight.  Booths are to be dismantled and posters removed by 4:00 p.m. on October 17. 
Staffing.  The exhibitor/poster can name one individual to act as its authorized representative throughout the duration of the conference.  One complimentary registration will be provided for this purpose.  Exhibitor/poster staff need to check in at the registration desk, are required to wear the conference name tag, can attend portions of the conference, and participate in meals.

Acceptance of Exhibitors/Posters.  Acceptance of an exhibitor/poster is in no way to be construed or promoted as an endorsement by DHHS.  Acceptance of exhibitors/posters is at the sole and absolute discretion of the DHHS.  An application to exhibit is not accepted until the exhibitor/poster contact person is notified.  All applications accepted are subject to the conditions and requirements contained in these guidelines.

Selling of Merchandise.  Selling of merchandise is not permitted.
Physical Arrangements of Exhibits/Posters.  Exhibit booths include an 8’ table and a chair and may not to be rearranged by exhibitors. Exhibitors are not to change location of their booth/display without prior approval of OHD.  Posters will also have table space but the size may vary.  Booths and posters are to be maintained in a clean, orderly and safe manner.

Liability.  Neither DHHS, nor the Holthus Convention Center, nor the officers, employees or agencies thereof will be responsible for any injury, loss, or damage that may occur to or on account of the exhibitor/poster or the exhibitor's property prior, during or subsequent to the event period.   The exhibitor/poster assumes all responsibility and agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold blameless the DHHS, or their officers, directors, employees and agents against any claims, demands, costs, loss, or expense including any attorney fees, litigation expenses, or court costs arising out of the use of the exhibition premises.  

Fire, Health, and Safety.  The exhibitor/poster assumes all responsibility for compliance with all federal, state and local regulations and ordinances, including but not limited to those covering fire, safety, and health.  Electrical wiring used by the exhibitor must conform to all federal, state, and local government requirements, including the National Electric Code safety rules.  No flammable liquids are allowed in the building, and smoking is prohibited in all areas except those designated by the Fire Department.
