In 2021, the Nebraska Legislature appropriated funds to tribally owned, urban-based federally qualified 
health centers designated under the federal Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act, Public 
Law 93-638.   

 Funding 
Funds are approved every two years through the state appropriations bill in the amount of $531,000 per 
year.  The pass-through funds are distributed monthly.  The current recipient is Ponca Tribe of Nebraska.
